1975, in
all material aspects, and to express opinion on operating efficiency of the internal

controls.

Responsibility of the Management and those Charges with Governance for the
Financial Statement

Management is responsible for the preparation of the financial statements in

We have audited the accompanying financial statement of M/s. South Zone
Cultural Centre, which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 315t March 2023 and the
Income and Expenditure Statement and the Receipts and Payments Statement for the
year ended on 315t March 2023, and Notes to the financial Statements, including a

summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements of the entity are
prepared, in all material respects, in accordance with Tamil Nadu Societies

Registration Act, 1975, subject to the following,

a) According to accounting principles, the expenditure associated with

Drawings Camp/Workshop should be recognized as a capitalized cost ¢
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painting. However, due to misclassification, these expenses are currently
recorded as revenue expenses. Consequently, this misclassification
introduces uncertainty regarding the value of the paintings acquired from the
Camp/workshop.

k) The irterest earned from investments made using earmarked funds has been
incorrectly segregated and presented as a separate current liability, rather
rhar} being added to the corresponding earmarked fund. As a consequence,
this misclassification leads to an understatement of the balance in the
earmarked fund and an overstatement of the current liability by an amount of
Rs. 65,71,678.

Auditor’s Opinion on operating efficiency of the internal controls.

We have performed an audit encompassing Payment Vouchers, Receipt
Vouchers, Bank Reconciliation Statements, and conducted a Physical Verification of
Fixed Assets, Investments, and Inventories. The objective was to evaluate the
effectiveness of the entity's internal control framework. Based on our comprehensive
examination of records, registers, vouchers, and the explanations provided by

responsible individuals within the management team during the audit process,

We would like to present our professional opinion regarding the internal
controls of the entity. It is our assessment that there is a need for strengthening the
existing internal contrels and In order to ensure compliance with all statutory
requirements, we highly recommend conducting a comprehensive training program for
the staff on the latest legal amendments. This will serve to enhance their understanding

and implementation of the necessary protocols for statutory compliance.
Basis of Opinion

Our opinien is derived from the following observations.
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a) There is no register maintain for recording EMD/Caution Deposits that have
been accepted. Consequently, there is a lack of clarity regarding the extent of Rs.
5,23,050 in advances received from individuals. This absence of proper records
increases the risk of misallocating deposits to unrelated parties or utilizing them
inappropriately.

b) Advances amounting to Rs. 42,42,329 provided to various individuals/entities

"have nerither been utilized nor recovered. Moreover, a significant portion of
these advances has been pending for more than 10 years, and no satisfactory

explanation has been provided by the responsible individuals involved.

As a consequence,
this misclassification leads to an understatement of the balance in the
earmarked fund and an overstatement of the current liability by an amount of
Rs. 65,71,678.

b) Advances amounting to Rs. 42,42,329 provided to various individuals/entities

We respectfully hold a diverzent perspective on this matier. The dispatch of five
paintings and one sculpture W Aurodhan Art Gallery on May 7, 2006, was primarily for
exhibition purposes, with no intention of sale at that time. It was only upen our attempt to
retrieve these artworks that we became aware of their absence, which prompted us to seek
compensation for their loss, Although the paintings were dispatched during the 2006-07
financial year, it was only in the current year that we received a substantive response from
Aurodhan Art Gallery, culminating in the receipt of compensation. In sirici adherence to
Accounting Standard 9 (AS 9) for revenue recognition, we have appropriately recognized this
income. Further as per the Uniform format of Account prescnibed by the Ministry of finance,
Revenue shall not be recognized unless (a) the related performance has been achicved. (b) no
gignificant uneertainty exists regarding the amount of the consideration and (e} it is not

unreasonable to expect the realization and ultimate collection.

It's imperative to acknowledge that the artifacts were dispatched to Aurodhan Art
Crallery on May 7, 2006, whereas the valuation of these artifacts by the Expert Committee at
5200 was conducted on Mareh 51, 20016, But the valuation of these artifacts was not
incorporated into our inventory at that time. Therefore, the sale value of these artifacts was
not deducted from our inventory. However, it is crueial 1o emphasize that the exclusion of
their value from the mveniory does not warrant the exclusion of the incomé generated from
the sale of paintings. Since the cost of these paintings was not capitalized, the entire proceeds

from their sale arc correctly treated as income.

In accordance with the Uniform format of Accounts preseribed by the Ministry of
Finance. it is stipulated that " Addition to the Corpus Fund shall be net of transfer, if any. to
any Reserve or Earmarked Fund,”™ and "General Reserve shall mean any reserve.”
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Furthermore, it is emphasized that the transfer of surplus/deficit of Income and Expenditure
should be sequenced to first allocate to a Special Reserve, followed by a transfer to the
General Reserve, and subsequently, if applicable, to the Capital Fund/Corpus Fund.

It is pertinem to note that since the inception of SZCC, the practice has been 1o
wransfer any surplus or deficit of income and expenditure directly to the General Reserve.
This approach has been consistently adhered to.

Based on the above explanation, we firmly assert that there has been no contravention
of the Uniform Format of Accounts as prescribed by the Ministry of Finance.

This has resolted in understatement of Reserves and Surplus and over
statement of Corpus/Capital Fund by 1,82 crore.

Z. Farmarked /! Endowment Fund-T12.46 crore

As per Clause 3 under "Significant Accounting Policies" grants for Earmarked
Funds approved or requested for expenditure already incurred were treated as "Grants
Recervable'. However, the opemng/elosing balances of certain funds (AKAM-RSM
and RSM-2022 (Telangana} were shown in mepgative and the balance & on
31.03.2023 was arrived at after adiusting the negative amount,

The inconsistent accounting of granis for carmarked funds in AKAM-RESM,
AKAM-International Art Festival, Delhi and KAST resulted in understaternent of
Endowment funds by ¥1.74 crore and understatement of grants receivable to the same
extent,
